IMPORTANT DEPOSIT AND CANCELLATION POLICY: 

If 
a reservation is made within 24 days of arrival, full payment is due at such 
time.  Individual cancellations more than 24 days before arrival will result in 
the return of the deposit less a $30 processing fee.  Individual cancellations 
made within 24 days of arrival are subject to forfeiture of the full deposit 
amount.  No-shows, late arrivals, and early departures (confirmed at check-
in) will be charged the room rate for the entire reserved stay.

SHUTTLE

Mountain Express.  The price is $69, one-way, not including gratuity.

CAR 

From Denver International Airport 
Take Peña Blv. From DIA to Interstate I-70 west. 
Exit at the Silverthorne/Dillon exit #205. 
At the end of the exit ramp, turn left (east) at the stop light onto Hgihway 6. 
Travel 6.2 miles into Keystone Resort.    
 

From Eagle County Regional Airport (about 1 hour 15 min.) 

Take North Airport Road to US Highway 6. 
Turn right on US Highway 6. 
Merge onto I-70 East. 
Take 1-70 East to Silverthorne/Dillon exit #205. 
At the end of the exit ramp, turn right (east) at the stop light onto Highway 6. 
Travel 6.2 miles into Keystone Resort. Keystone Lodge will be on the right side, 
across from Keystone Conference Center. 
 



AIRLINE INFORMATION 
 
ACHE has arranged reduced airfares with United Airlines and Ted. Simply call 
the Special Meeting Desk at (800) 521-4041 to receive a 2 to 10 percent 
discount off applicable fares.

SKI MOUNTAIN INFORMATION 
 

• Lift tickets purchased at Keystone may be used at other mountains in 
the area.  Keystone lift tickets are also valid at Breckenridge and 
Arapahoe Basin.  If a 3-day ticket is purchased, one of those days is also 
eligible to be used at Vail or Beaver Creek. 

• Keystone is the only place in Summit County where you can watch the 
sunset on a pair of skis.  A daytime lift ticket is valid at night until 9 
p.m., or you can purchase a night ticket valid from 4:00 p.m. to close.
